Our Learning Overview 

 Core Texts 
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 Writing  
We will be reading The Pebble in my pocket by Meredith Hooper a beautifully illustrated picture book which 

traces the journey a pebble takes. From the moment the Earth first formed, to the moment you pick it up and 
put it in your pocket. 

 Maths  
In maths, we will be learning about multiplication, division and looking at money. Children will also develop 

their reasoning skills and explore problem solving strategies. 

 Reading  
In reading, we will be exploring the book The Stone Age boy by Satoshi Kitamura. We will spend the term 

working on our skills of making connections, summarising, and clarifying. 

 Science  
Children will begin to look at the properties of different types of rocks and fossils. They will develop their 

scientific enquiry skills through taking part in various experiments. They will continue to understand how to 
create a fair test. 

 History  

We will learn about what life was like for early settlers. The children will be able to identify the changes that 
occurred from the Stone age to the Iron age and make connections between life today and life for early 

settlers.

Children will develop their drawing skills this term. We will be exploring light within art and will be building on 

their knowledge from their Year 2 drawing topic.
